· It was about two rival gangs at her school (Greasers and Socs), and she wanted to show sympathy towards the greasers.
· The publishers suggested she use her initials instead of her given name, because first male reviewers would dismiss it because the author was female.
· After the success of the book, she chose to keep the initials to maintain a sense of privacy.
· She enjoys reading Jane Austen, Mary Renault, and F. Scott Fitzgerald.
· She also likes writing, taking classes at a local university, and horseback riding.
· She lives with her husband David Inhofe, who she married in 1970.  They met in a freshman biology class.
